The quality of education at Canisius College is atrocious, and the quality of the professors are likewise atrocious. 
Students are treated with disrespect proper to our level of education. 
The content of the programs are also very lacking. There was so much focus on just passing edTPA that the college 
has failed to give us a proper teacher's education. 

Thanks for everything so far! 

In general, Canisius successfully prepares us for teaching, especially with all of the placements and field 
requirements that we must meet during the year. My only concern was the placement itself as I had to procure my 
own placements through my own network. While it helped to expand that network, I was very stressed because I did 
not receive my 2nd placement until half way through my 1st placement. It was surprising because I had always held 
Canisius in high regard. I feel like it would be prudent to create partnerships with all of the Canadian alumni to expand 
the network for placing new teacher candidates. It would something that I would be willing to do as someone who will 
graduate in the fall of 2014. 

I felt comfortable and prepared to enter my first placement. Doing pre-student teaching at the same school I would be 
at for my first placement was extremely helpful. I recommend  keeping it structured in this manner. 

The school needs to do more to prepare us for actually what goes on in the classroom. I know the importance of 
edTPA but that is not what teaching is about. Teaching is about relating with the students and finding ways to get 
through to each student individually. edTPA is ruining teaching and does not adequately prepare teachers. They 
make it a big thing of paperwork, which is not what teaching is about 

I feel professionally prepared thanks especially to Dr. DiCamillo and Dr. Bailey. These two professors were 
outstanding and made me the teacher I am today. Dr. Astiz and Dr. Finn were also fantastic.  
 
Outside of these wonderful professors, however, I think the adolescent program could be reconfigured. I don't believe 
my classes on literacy, assessment, and psychology were particularly helpful and could have been replaced with 
more directly relevant coursework. For example, I wish that my teaching methods classes were full-year, two-
semester courses because these were the classes that actually gave me direct preparation for my career.  
 
I also believe that Canisius could do a better job with certain trainings. For example, I found the DASA training to be 
very disappointing and in fact, somewhat offensive. During this training, sexual orientation was referred to as a 
“lifestyle choice” while people with intellectual disabilities were referred to as “retarded.” These are very loaded words, 
with negative connotations that should not be used in an anti-bullying, diversity related lecture. There are 
professionals who specialize in diversity training who could have been brought in for the purpose of this training. 

As a Business Education Major, it was quite upsetting that I was placed with a Science teacher for my methods 
courses. I did not receive proper instruction on how to teach business concepts, as the professor was solely  focused 
on science concepts and did not know how to relate pedagogical methods to business.  
I also felt very rushed to prepare for my edTPA as the feedback given by my methods teacher was not constructive in 
any manner, and was extremely unclear. 

Give us a week off to solely work on the Edtpa as it is very difficult to juggle and time manage working on the Edtpa, 
lesson plans, teaching, and all other assignments. Becomes overwhelming. To have same placement as pre-student 
teaching as student teaching, This allows for a familiar and comfortable environment having to perform such a high 
stakes test. 

I would have liked to have another theory class added into the requirements. I learned a lot from Dr. Bailey and would 
have liked a continuation of that class. Overall though, i have no complaints about the education program at Canisius. 
The teachers were all wonderful and i learned a lot from each one of them. 

Canisius' Physical and health undergraduate program has educated and prepared me to enter the teaching 
profession. I have developed many techniques dealing with classroom management, curriculum ideas, and social 
interactions with students. These areas are all critical in creating/developing a positive learning environment that will 
allow students to succeed in a physical and health educational setting. 

I have enjoyed my time at Canisius College. The college is an outstanding university and has prepared we well for the 
real world. I am extremely impressed with their jesuit way of life and will still be committed to this lifestyle thanks to
